He calls a tree, all children should carefully listen to which tree is named, and accordingly move from one tree to another. 
The driver carefully watches children who run to the wrong tree, takes the penalty box to the bench.
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12. Activity title: „"Leaves are falling"“
Activity type: GAME

Purpose: 
To develop visual memory, attention, observance. 
To fix knowledge of the name of trees.

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13. Activity title: "Find the same.“

The teacher puts out one variant of the natural material. 
Children on the site of the child are looking for such leaves. ​
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14. Activity title: „Observation of the rabbit“.
Activity type: Lesson
Purpose: 
Fix and supplement children's knowledge about the appearance and habits of the rabbit.

Lead the children to the conclusion about the dependence of the structure of his legs and the method of movement.

To consolidate the knowledge of children about the benefits of rabbits.

Increase interest in observing animals.

To teach children to treat the rabbit with care, take care of it.

Dictionary activation: Down, wool, jumping, nibbling, long-eared, sticking out (ears, oblique, rabbit, veterinarian.
Participants: group of children 
Level: 3-7 year old

Materials:  Rabbit in the basket, food for the rabbit (cabbage, carrots, oats, hay, napkin for hands, cards with the image of wild and domestic animals.
Time: 45 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

Children sit in a semicircle on the chairs. The teacher makes a basket with a rabbit covered with a handkerchief.

Teacher: Guys, who do you think hid in a basket? (Children's answers)

Teacher: Good. You will find out who it is, if you guess the riddle.

"A lump of fluff, a long ear, Jumps cleverly, loves carrots"

(Hare or rabbit)

Teacher: Right. A rabbit came to your class. Rabbit what animal, where he lives (Rabbit lives next to a man, then this is a pet)

Teacher: Now we will let him out and see what he is. (I give children the opportunity to consider the rabbit)

Teacher: You guys have reviewed it, and now answer the questions: "What kind of rabbit? Big or small? "(Rabbit big)

Teacher: Rabbit is big. And what are his ears? (Rabbit ears are long)

Teacher: Right. His ears are long. If he has long ears, how can he be called? (Long eared)

Teacher: Right. What does he do with his ears? (Rabbit ears moves, moves, listens)

Teacher: Right. He hears even the faintest rustle with his ears, and he also determines which side is rustling, his ears are raised, sticking out, and when he is calm, his ears are on his back. Let's look at the face of the rabbit. How does he look at us? (He looks at us with his eyes)

Teacher: What are his eyes? (Eyes are small, black)

Teacher: The eyes are small, black as buttons, located on the sides of the head, with them he can see not only what is in front, but also what is on the side, behind. Therefore, it is called oblique.

Teacher: What else have you noticed on the rabbit's face? (Another rabbit has a nose, mouth, mustache)

Teacher: Right. And what is his mustache? (Mustache long)

Teacher: Now we sit quietly and see what the rabbit will do? (Rabbit jumps)

Teacher: Guys, what helps him to move? (His legs help him to move)

Teacher: Right, look at his legs, what can you tell about them? (The rabbit has four legs. The front legs are shorter than the back ones.)

Teacher: Right. Front legs shorter than rear. Animals whose front legs are shorter than the back legs are able to jump. Guys, the rabbit has a little ball of fluff. What is it? (It's a ponytail and it's in the back.)

Teacher: What is he? (Small tail)

Teacher: Right. What is covered the body of the rabbit? (The body of the rabbit is covered with wool)

Teacher: What color is rabbit fur? (Rabbit gray)

Teacher: Want to pet the rabbit? (Yes)

(I take the animal in my hands, stroke it, and suggest that each child stroke, while showing you how to do it. Then I offer a napkin to wipe your hands.)

Teacher: So you stroked the rabbit, tell me, what kind of wool does it have? (Wool in rabbit soft, warm, smooth)

Teacher: Right. This fur is called down.

Teacher: And now, let's have a little break with us.

Teacher: Now sit quietly on the chairs and continue our lesson. Let's remember what a rabbit eats? (Rabbit loves carrots, cabbage)

Teacher: Right. Let's treat a rabbit with a carrot. What is he doing with her? (Rabbit gnaws carrots)

Teacher: Right. The rabbit has sharp teeth and it gnaws its food. It can be called a rodent. The rabbit eats not only carrots, cabbage, but he also needs to give sprigs of trees, grain, grass in summer, and hay in winter. And of course, necessarily - water.

Teacher: Guys, and what benefits do rabbits bring to us, why are they bred? (Rabbits give meat, from the skins you can sew hats)

Teacher: Right. And also rabbits give us fluff, they comb it out with special wooden combs, make yarn from fluff, and from yarn you can knit mittens, scarves, hats and other things. Guys, what are the babies called rabbits? (Cubs in rabbits are called - bunnies)

Teacher: Right. In the rabbit, 5-6 can be born, and sometimes more cubs. They are very small, blind, helpless. But for 7-8 days they open their eyes. Babies eat mother's milk, in a month they will grow up and will be able to eat everything that rabbits eat. Tell me what to do so that the rabbits do not hurt? (It is good to take care of them: feed, clean the cells)

Teacher: That's right, you need to feed well, keep the cells in which they live clean, if the rabbit gets sick, then take it to the doctor. And what is the name of the doctor who treats animals? (This doctor's name is veterinar)

Teacher: That's right. Tell me, the rabbit is what kind of animal? (Rabbit is a pet)
Teacher: Right. And now we will play the game "Domestic and Wild Animals." I will pass and give you cards with the image of animals. You name who is with you and at a signal you will need to quickly get up where he lives: in the forest or near the house. And so that the rabbit is not afraid and does not prevent us from playing, we will plant him again in the basket.

Game "Wild and Pets"

Teacher: Well done. Sit on the chairs.

Reflection.

Teacher: Tell me, who are we talking about today? What new have you learned?
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15. Activity title: „Snail watching“
Activity type: lesson
Purpose: 
To give children an idea of ​​the appearance, structure, method of movement, habitat of the snail.
Participants: group of children 
Level: 5-7 year old

Materials: 
snails
Time: 15-30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

Teacher: Guys, listen to the riddle.

Who carries his house on himself? - (children's answers)

That's right, guys, well done, of course, this is a snail. And now we will watch the snail, but first let's find it. Guys, where do you think you need to look for a snail? - children's answers. That's right, the snail can be found on the leaves of shrubs or trees.

The teacher and the children go in search of the snail, find and bring the snail to the table to observe it. Children view a snail. 
Teacher's story: The snail guys have an external shell; this is her house, which protects her and her torso. The body of the snail consists of the head and legs. The body of the snail is both the abdomen and the vehicle. In the movement of the snail, a special role is played by the mucus that the snail's body exudes. On the head of the snail there are eyes, they are located on the stalks. The snail has one or two pairs of tentacles. Our snail has two pairs of tentacles. At the ends of the upper pair of tentacles, our snail has eyes. The tentacles function as organs of touch, and the snail has a mouth. Young snails eat sedge, young wheat grass, sorrel, cabbage leaves, snails begin to feed on decaying vegetation remains, some snails eat insects and carrion. Snails live almost everywhere, with the exception of places where the ice and permafrost. In our land, snails live in ponds or reservoirs, they can also be found in the forest. For the winter, the snails hibernate. Snails bring great benefits, they purify water in ponds and in home aquariums, its mucus is used in the manufacture of creams and regenerating ointments, and some types of large snails, like Achatines, are used by man for massage in expensive beauty salons. Snails are not only beneficial, but also harm plantings in vegetable gardens, they eat cabbage leaves, fruits of tomatoes and strawberries, and undermine potatoes, beetroot and carrots.

Interesting facts about snails:

1. The ancient Greeks used snails as a medicine.

2. The snail is the most toothy animal, in its mouth there are more than 25 thousand small, sharp teeth.

3. The structure of the brain of a snail helps her to remember the place of food, to which she can return even in an hour.

4. Burgundy snail can make sounds that are like a quiet squeak.
