16. Activity title: "Coniferous trees"
Activity type: lesson
Purpose: 
Refine and expand the view of children about the forest. There are many different trees in the forest. The forest is a common home for plants and animals.

Learn to distinguish coniferous trees (by needles, bark, cones, etc.).

To fix the distinctive signs of deciduous trees.

Raise interest in the life of the forest. Have

care for the forest, the growing trees.

Foster a desire to protect nature.

To cultivate a love of labor, to bring the work begun to the end.

Expand the vocabulary of pupils with the words: needles, conifers, drainage, whipping.
Participants: group of children 
Level: 5-7 year old

Materials: spruce seeds, wooden sticks, pots with earth, materials on the board, fir cones, pines, cedars, twigs, pictures of trees, ecological canvas, “Topa” hare.

Time: 15-30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

The teacher informs the children that the “Topa” bunny came to visit them. Bunny wants to know what the guys know about the forest.

Questions: Who among you was in the forest? What have you seen there? What grows in the forest?

Bunny listens to the answers of the guys, praises them. Then he informs them that the most important inhabitants of the forest are trees, there are many of them and they are different. Invites children to go to the ecological canvas “FOREST”. Bunny asks the guys to name the trees, what they learned. He asks how they recognized birch and oak, aspen and rowan, spruce and maple, pine? What are the signs? (children's answers)

Bunny listens to the answers of the guys, praises them.

Teacher: Guys! What is one word for these trees? (shows deciduous trees on canvas)
Children: Deciduous

Teacher: Right. Guys, why didn’t I show the Christmas tree, the pine tree, didn’t name the thaw, larch? What do these trees have instead of leaves?

Children: Needles. Needles.

Teacher: What do you call these trees in one word?

Children: Conifers.

Teacher: Today we will talk with you about the conifer tree - spruce.

Guys, what do you know about barely, how does it differ from pine, and how to distinguish spruce, pine and larch, how does a spruce live differ from a toy Christmas tree?

Answers guys. The result of children's answers.

Message about the spruce: The trunk of the spruce straight, the bark reddish-brown. The crown is like a cone. Branches with thick needles begin at the very ground. The buds are sharp, covered with scales. On the spruce hang narrow long cones. In winter, in dense spruce forests, bears sleep in dens, hares hiding under the branches of spruce.

What is spruce like other trees?

In spruce needles instead of leaves, they are saved for the winter. The arrangement of branches is different: at the top are young, short, at the bottom are long, old, wide, with seeds in them. The tree has a very pleasant fir smell. Spruce conifer.

How to distinguish spruce, pine, larch?

Pine needles are long, softer and lighter than those of spruce. Cones are short, round, hard. Pine above spruce, branches above, trunk straight and bare. Larch needles are soft, like leaves, for the winter they fall. The branches are gnarled, small cones with seeds hang on them.

How does a spruce live differ from a Christmas tree?

A living spruce grows on the street, it has a root in the ground, which in the warm season sucks water and nutrients from the soil. The juice moves along the trunk and branches, the needles change - the old one falls out, the new one grows. Every spring and summer the fir grows, it becomes higher, new branches appear, the old ones become longer.

Toy Christmas tree is small and lifeless, you can play with it.

Teacher: Topa, what are you doing?

Bunny: Yes, I think how old a Christmas tree is. How to find out how old she is?

Teacher: Every year a new sprig grows at the top of the spruce, growing from one place to different directions (new whorl). According to these ramifications, one can count how many years have eaten (the number of vertices plus one). Christmas tree 5-7 years old is not yet high, below the child, who is the same age. Spruce grows slowly, so young Christmas trees should be protected. And also spruce is a very useful tree. It emits a pleasant smell and cleans the air from bacteria. Spruce helps to be healthy. There are special nurseries where trees are grown. Spruce plantings improve the ecological state of nature while they grow. Until the spruce reaches 1-2 m 10-15 years pass. And all this time, young trees clean the air from dust and harmful gases, emit oxygen, decorate our land, serve as shelter and food for many animals and birds.

Bunny whispers something to the teacher.

Teacher: Guys, what did Topa offer me ?! He suggests we plant a Christmas tree.

Planting seeds ate.

(Before planting, it is necessary to remember how to plant, what is drainage, what kind of land is needed, and whether water is needed.) 
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17. Activity title: „Indoor plants“
Activity type: Lesson
Purpose: 
To acquaint children with some indoor plants, conditions and care necessary for the growth of indoor plants.

Enrich the vocabulary of children on the topic “indoor plants”, acquaint with the generalizing concept of “indoor plants”.

Teach children to carefully observe the plant, its appearance and characteristics.

To form sustainable ideas about color, shape, geometric shapes, quantity, size.

To consolidate knowledge about the numbers "1", "2", "3".

Continue to learn to count the specified number of items.

Improve the skills of sticking, sculpting, drawing (fingers and brushes).

Develop attention, speech, visual and auditory concentration, thinking, fine and general motor skills. 
Participants: group of children 
Level: 2-4 year old

Materials: 

Houseplants: geranium, violet, clivia.

Picture-background with the image of indoor plants of various sizes, silhouettes of watering-hems of the corresponding size.

Cardboard pots of different colors, saucer to them the same color.

Green gouache, brushes, picture-blank with the image of a flower pot.

Finger paints, coloring "flower in a pot."

Multicolored plasticine, silhouette flowers (from braid), picture-blank with the image of a pot, leaves and stems.

Brown dough, cork or the bottom of a disposable cup, cardboard-cut leaves, cut out of an egg cage flowers.

Multi-colored clothespins, carved from thick cardboard silhouette images of cacti.

Buttons of two sizes of different colors, a picture-background with the image of a blooming geranium in a pot with painted circles corresponding to the color and size of the buttons.

Pots with saucers, cereals, small bulbs, watering cans, suns, artificial flowers.

Pictures-blanks with the image of a window, glue, details of application (pot, leaves, flower).

The picture with the image of three identical and one different from them indoor plants.

Cardboard shovels and their handles of different widths.

Picture-background with the image of the sun, yellow laces.

Picture-preparation with the image of watering cans, blue pencils.

A schematic image of a flower in a pot of geometric shapes, carved from colored cardboard, the same geometric shapes.

Cardboard silhouettes of flower pots with geometric shapes carved out of them.

Colored silhouette pictures of flowers, picture-background with the image of flower pots with the numbers "1", "2", "3".

Dusters, watering cans, brooms (small), unbreakable dishes, dish sponges.

Audio recordings: “Sunny”, “Mother's assistants”.

Time: 15-45 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

1. Game greeting "Our smart heads"

Our smart heads

They will think a lot, deftly.

Ears will listen,

Mouth to speak clearly.

The handles will clap,

Feet will stomp.

Backrest straightened

Smile at each other.

2. Observation of indoor plants
- Walking on the street now, you see a lot of flowers. But the cold will come, winter will come, and then you will not see flowers on the street. And people want to admire flowers always - both in winter and in summer. So people invented to grow flowers in houses, in rooms where they live. And not only flowers, but also other plants. So they began to call such plants that are grown in the rooms of the house - "indoor plants."

Children consider violet, geranium and cleavia. Attention is paid to the presence of flowers, color, shape of leaves. The leaves of the geranium can be disturbed and sniffed, then explained that the plant is so protected.

3. Didactic game "Come to the plant, which I will call"

- Go to the highest plant. This is geranium.

Go to the lowest plant. This is a violet.

Go to the average largest plant. This is clivia.

One, two, three, go to the violet!

One, two, three, go to the geranium!

One, two, three, go to Clivia!

4. Designing "Flower in a pot"

- Put the geometric shapes in their place to make a flower in a pot. What geometric shapes does the pot consist of? From the square. How many squares? One. What geometric shapes make up a flower? Circle and ovals. How many laps? One lap. How many ovals? Three ovals. From which geometric shape is the stem made? From the rectangle. How many rectangles? One rectangle. What geometric shapes are the leaves made of? From Triangles. How many triangles? Two triangles.

5. Didactic game “From which plant leaf?

- Look at these leaves and these plants and try to determine from which plant each leaf fell. 
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6. Didactic exercise "Spread the flowers"

- A number is written on each pot. Spread out the flowers so that in each pot so many flowers bloom, what number is written on this pot. How many flowers will bloom in the pot with the number "1"? One flower And in the pot with the numbers "2" and "3"?
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7. Didactic game "Pick up saucers to flower pots"

- Pick a saucer of the same color for each pot.

8. Drawing paints "Clivia"

- Clivia has long thin leaves. Paint these leaves with a brush of green paint on this plant.

9. Bas-relief “Houseplant bloomed”

- It is time to bloom flowers on this houseplant. Let's make him flowers with the help of plasticine and these flowers from threads.

Roll balls of plasticine, press them down to a picture of a houseplant, put a flower on top of plasticine and press it with your palm. Remove the flower and see what happened. In this way, make more flowers to this houseplant.
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10. Dynamic pause "Helpers"

Children imitate such actions under the lyrics: they wipe dust with rags, pour water from the watering can, sweep with brooms, and wash the dishes with a sponge.

11. Play with clothespins "Cactus"

- Make cactus spines from clothespins.

12.Didactic game "Which pot is different from others?"

- Show the pot with a flower unlike any other.

13.Playing with buttons "Flower in a beautiful pot"

- Spread the buttons on colored circles of suitable color and size.
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14. Finger drawing "Flowers in a pot"

- Color the picture, leaving round fingerprints in the right place of the picture.

15. The game "We planted flowers"

- First, prepare the pot, put it on top of the saucer. Now fill the pot with earth - cereal. Put an onion in the pot - plant a flower. From above we will put cereals. Now you need to water. Take watering cans and show how you will water. In addition to water, the plant needs the sun. Take the sun in your hands and go around your pot. So the flowers have grown - put a flower in the pot.

16. Didactic game "Pick up a watering can"

- Choose a suitable watering can for each plant.’
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17. Drawing with pencils "We pour from a watering can"

- Draw water in a watering can - paint the surface inside the watering can with a blue pencil. Now draw a picture of how water flows from a watering can - straight lines from the spout of a watering can.

18. Didactic Exercise "Pick up shoulder blades"

- Pick a handle for each paddle and fit it. Show the spatula with a wide handle, with a narrow handle.

19. Exercise "Sun radiant"

- Make the sun's rays - spread the yellow laces around the sun.

20. Musical and rhythmic exercise "Sun"

Under the song “Sunny,” the children slowly get up from the squatting position, plant bunches to the sides, then slowly fall to the starting position, put their palms under the cheek and “sleep”.

Then the children play on metallophon under the same music.

21. Application "Flower on the window"

- Stick the pot, leaves and flower on the window.
22. Didactic game "The Broken Pot"

- Pick up the pieces and attach them into place. What kind of geometric shapes do shards look like?

23. Manual labor "Violets"

- Put the brown dough into the pot. Stick the leaves and flowers.
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18. Activity title: "House plants“

Activity type: lesson
Purpose: 
To acquaint children with houseplants, so as to care for them.

Raise love for plants.

Foster a sense of responsibility for all life on Earth.

Develop a coherent speech, memory, thinking.

Develop children's outlook.

To form an idea of ​​how houseplants appeared.

Show how to care for indoor plants. 
Participants: group of children 
Level: 5-7 year old

Materials: 
Houseplants (any).

Video clips "Houseplants", "How to care for indoor plants."

Handout (a sheet of paper to fill the scheme). 
Time: 45 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

Teacher: Today, guys, we'll talk about indoor plants. They surround us at home, in the kindergarten, when we visit, we often meet with them. But why they are called room ones, why they appeared and why people began to decorate their houses with plants. Please list me what indoor plants do you know?

Children: children's answers, free expression of their opinions.

Teacher: Now we will perform the exercise "Complete the sentence."

1. Houseplants need to be watered in order to (not wilted).

2. The leaves of indoor plants need to be cleaned in order to (they could breathe).

3. Indoor plants need sunlight in order to (they can grow well).

4. A man needs houseplants in order to ... (decorate the house and purify the air).

5. Houseplants need to be fertilized in order (the plants grow beautiful and healthy).

Teacher: Well done guys, answered my questions. Now give me your favorite houseplant. Why do you like it?

Teacher: Guys, how to care for plants?

View video clip "How to care for plants." The guys we watched a video clip, and now you know how to take care of plants and you will be at home, helping mothers take care of plants.

Physical culture moment "Our scarlet flowers"

Our scarlet flowers (crouched, hid)

Dissolve the petals (shake their heads).

Smoothly raises his hands up,

The breeze barely breathes (move your head left and right)

Close the petals (quietly fall asleep sitting).

1. Beauty 2. Kindness 3. Health 4. Clean air

Plant care:

1. Is it necessary to wash the plants?

• In the warm season - 1-2 times in 2 weeks.

• In the cold season (winter) - only as needed. Because many plants are in a dormant period.

2. Do I need to use soap when washing plants?

• Some gardeners when bathing plants, wipe its leaves with soapy water. In principle, it does not harm the plant. Although in nature plants do without such treatment. Conclusion: use soap when washing plants only when heavily polluted plants.

3. Implementation of dry washing.

• This cleaning method is applied before the wet method. This should be done because, when wet, the dust rolls into dirty sticky lumps, which are then very difficult to wash off the plant.

• Dry washing plants is best done with a brush or cloth.

4. Wiping plants.

• To wipe off plants, you can use a damp soft cloth or sponge. Wipe the leaves need to be very careful. Severe friction can damage the skin. Leaves and stems should be put on the palm. Carefully review them from the outside and inside, in order to identify parasites and diseases. Then wipe gently with a damp cloth.

5. Shower

• This is the best way to clean dust and dirt.

See how white they are, light. (I blow on lumps - they fly). Do you want to blow on a snowflake? Let's blow on these lumps? (Kids are blowing).

Teacher: Listen carefully to the poem.

And sparkles on the fly.

He's a cool star melts

On the palm and mouth.

Teacher: It was a poem about snow.

It falls behind the ground from a snow cloud, and on the ground from this appear fluffy drifts. Look through the window: today is a cloudy winter day (sunny winter day). The sun is frozen, it is white, fluffy snow! (if it doesn't snow, show the picture “It's snowing”) Let's draw it. Show me all your index finger. With this finger, we will now draw falling snow on the picture.

Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

1. The teacher reads a poem by A. Pleshcheeva.
- Guys, please tell me what time of the year does the poem speak of? / About autumn /

- Please name the characteristic signs of autumn? Yellowing foliage, drizzling rain, birds fly away.

- What are the names of the birds that fly to warm lands and which remain? Migratory and wintering.

- Name migratory birds? Swallow, woodpecker, rook, heron, crane, starling, lark.

- Guess, please, riddles:

- You guessed correctly, these birds also belong to migratory ones.

The nightingale is a small bird, it has a brown plumage, a small beak, a tail and legs. A cuckoo is a small bird, but larger than a nightingale, has a variegated color, a long tail, a small beak. A cuckoo, unlike other birds, never nests, and lays its eggs in alien nests, therefore the birds are forced to hatch and raise cuckoo chicks. The stork is a large white bird with a large beak.

- Please name the body parts of the birds. Torso, head, tail, beak.

- All birds have the same structure, but people call them differently, how do they distinguish them? / By plumage, appearance, size /

- Guys, why do birds fly to warm countries? / Because cold weather comes here, in winter there are no insects.

- And how do they find the way to the south and back here? / do not know. It turns out that some birds fly away at night, others during the day. But before the flight they make test flights, eat more than usual, fatten up fat - there is no place to eat in flight. In flight, they are oriented towards the stars, and if the sky is overcast with clouds and no stars are visible, then they are oriented towards the Earth’s magnetic oscillations.

You have noticed that some birds fly away in flocks, all together; some, for example, cranes, are lined up in a “wedge” in the form of a triangle; others are lined up in one line. Perhaps it depends on the habits of birds: some birds need leaders who show the way.
