21. Activity title: „THE PARROT“
Activity type: Lesson
Purpose: 
Specify features of the external structure, pay attention to the beauty of the birds;
show the possibility of pleasant communication with them; introduce the rules of bird care;
continue to intensify the cognitive abilities of children, using the elements of experimentation, to give knowledge about down and primary feathers and their meaning; develop coherent speech, logical thinking;
bring up children have a love of birds, the desire to care for and take care of birds.
Participants: group of children 
Level: 5-7 year old

Preliminary work:

Consideration of birds arriving at the site; modeling and application "beautiful bird"; reading artworks; riddles.

Equipment:

Record with the voices of birds, illustrations - pictures of "birds", a cage with a parrot, a poster with a painted tree, carved silhouettes of birds;

Feathers (down, fly), glue, brush, stand, oilcloth.

Methods: visual, practical, verbal, gaming.
Receptions:Observation in nature, viewing pictures, illustrations, games, reading fiction, a teacher's story, an experiment with feathers.
Time: 30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

I. Questions to children:

What is the time of year? (Spring). Who is coming back from warm countries in spring?

What birds came to us? (rooks, starlings, swallows, wagtails, etc.)

Why do birds fly to us in spring? (Feed, heat)

How is a crane different from a nightingale? Cuckoo duck?

II. The teacher makes puzzles for children.

III. Examination of birds and experimental work with feathers

A) What do all birds have in common? (torso, head, eyes, beak, tail, legs, wings).

Why do birds need wings? Eyes? Beak? What is covered the body of a bird? (feathers).

B) The teacher proposes to consider feathers (each with 2: single-winged, downy). How do feathers differ from each other? (size, color, structure of the feather) Which of them warms the bird? (down)

Where are the feathers on the bird's body? (on the body, head, back, on the legs).

What down feather? (Smaller than the primary, soft, fluffy, tender, thin rod)

What feather helps fly birds? (primary).

What is it? (Dense, Hard, larger in size, the core is hollow, empty). Where are the feathers located? (wings, tail). (viewing feathers).

B) Experience with feathers: “Let's blow”

Teacher:

Birds in flight help wings, tail, light body.

With open wings and tail, even a small bird becomes wide, large, so it can lean on the air. Flapping wings it repelled from the air, the bird flies. On the ground, the opened wings and tail interfere with the bird, so it folds them, presses the wings to the body.

Do all birds know how to fly? (ostrich, penguin, chickensWhat are these birds good at doing?

Or maybe you know how the birds communicate with each other? (on the bird's language). Recording starts

                      Who is this- (parrot)

(The teacher reminds the children how to behave in the presence of a parrot). Making a cage with a parrot Let's get acquainted with our guests. Their names are Kesha and Tosh.

Guys, what do you think, why does a person just start a parrot at home? (Because they are beautiful and funny).

Let's take a look at the parrots and get to know them.

Tell me, what do these birds have? (head, eyes, beak, body, wings, tail, legs).

What is the body of parrots covered?

Where are the primary feathers? And down?

For the parrots to feel well in person, you need to create they have living conditions.

What conditions? (cage, feed, feeder, drinking bowl with water, perch, swing, mirror).

Why do parrots need different perches? Swing? Mirrors?

(parrots are mobile birds, fly from place to place, straighten their wings, clean and sharpen their beak about the perch, love to sit, sleep, look in the mirror).

How can you guess the well-being of birds? (jumping around the cage, pecking food, drinking water, cleaning feathers, making various sounds).
Teacher:

In order for the parrot to always be cheerful and healthy, it needs to be given a variety of food: grain, grated carrots, apple slices, eggs, and bread.

(The teacher offers to feed the parrot feed and watch his behavior).

What do the parrots do?

Children, we cared for parrots, and they are still sad.

Why? (no friends).

We can help them. Let's plant a lot of different birds on the tree.

And so that we can cope with our work, let's rest and relax.

Athletic Minute "Bird"

The birds flew in,

Waving wings words with movements.

Sat down. Sat down

And then flew.

Children stick on the drawn twigs of birds.

5 Final stage.

Activity type: Lesson
Purpose:

cause a desire to take care of the riches of nature, to help understand that only then there will be a lot of fish in the reservoirs when the water in them becomes clean, and each fish will be able to leave offspring;

Participants: group of children 
Level: 3-6 year old
Preliminary work:
1. Considering the aquarium - aquatic ecosystem.

2. Observations on aquarium fish.

3. Acquaintance with the models “Fish”, “Who lives in a pond”.

4. Reading fiction.

5. Drawing Fish in the aquarium.

6. Acquaintance with the names of aquarium and river fish.

7. View the video "On the rivers and reservoirs."
Time: 30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

1. Game "Fish swims in water"

Make a large atlas of the world, pay attention to the fact that there is a lot of blue on the map.

Teacher: Do you guys mean blue and blue in satin?

Children: This is water: oceans, rivers, lakes.

Teacher: And, you know who populates these water spaces? (Sayings of children.)

- Yes, it is not just water. This is the house where a variety of creatures live. Call them.

Answers children.

Physical culture moment: "Journey to the bottom of the sea."

Teacher: Let's look at them.

Examination of illustrations, pictures of water animals.

Teacher: Guess the riddle: “Parents and children have all the clothes made of coins”

Kids: These are fish.

Teacher: That's right, well done! Select pictures with the image of fish.

Teacher: Guys, think and tell, how do fish differ from other animals?

Answers children.

Teacher: All fish are distinguished from other animals by common signs.

Invite the children to draw fish body shapes on the blackboard (option - toy clockwork fish).

Teacher: Look, an elongated body, the head smoothly passes into the torso, and the torso into the tail. Fish have fins, scales, gills.

- Have you ever taken a fish in your hand? What is it to touch?

Children: Slippery.

Teacher: The body of the fish is covered with scales and mucus, it makes it slippery, so it slips easily in water.

- The fish constantly lives in the water, there it finds food, in the water the fry are removed from the roe, from which a new fish then grows.

Teacher: How does a fish breathe under water? Nobody thought about it?

(Sayings of children.)

Teacher: "At night darkness, quiet at night, fish, fish, where do you sleep?"

Where is the fish sleeping and how? Answers children.

- Yes, she has a special device for breathing under water - the gills.

Consideration of the model "Fish"

Teacher: Look at this diagram and tell about the main distinctive features of the fish.
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Teacher: Guys, tell me what you need to prevent the fish from dying and living?

Considering another model: “What you need for a fish.”
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Discussion with children. To bring to the point that the fish needs water, feed, air and aquatic plants.

Teacher: Tell me, how does a fish appear? Examining the model.
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Teacher: Yes, really, guys, the fish appears from the eggs, the eggs in the fry, and from the fry grows a big fish.

Teacher: Who knows the names of the fish? Call it!

Answers children.

Teacher: How should people take care of the fish so that it is good for them to have cubs? Can they survive if the water in the seas and rivers is dirty? Can you do anything useful for fish?

Bring the children to the fact that the water can not be polluted, do not destroy the fry of different fish, do not catch a lot of fish. Tell, who such - poacher.

The game "We - the fish."

Bottom line: what have you learned? What did they talk about? What or whom else would you like to know?
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23. Activity title: „Polar Bear“

Activity type: Lesson
Purpose: 
1. Learn to work on the scheme, following the sequence of drawing.

2. To form the ability to depict animals, accurately conveying the features of appearance and proportion.

3. To consolidate the ability of children to correctly create a drawing composition.

4. Encourage the desire to convey your impressions of the world in drawing, complementing the image with elements of the landscape (snowflakes, northern lights)

5. To learn to transfer the structure of the animal's coat with the help of a glue brush using the “poke” technique.

6. Specify the available ideas about the North and the animals of the North

7. To develop visual perception, attention, when working with a sample, observing the drawing algorithm.

8. To develop mental operations in the process of updating knowledge about nature and animals of the North.

9. Develop a coherent monologue speech, the response form of communication in the process of describing an animal.

10. Enrich and intensify the vocabulary of children on the topic (North, North Pole, ice, northern lights, cold, polar, iceberg)

11. Develop the creative abilities of children: features of the imagination.

12. To develop independence in the selection of colors (in the process of completing the image)

13. To learn to feel and convey in the image the beauty of the northern nature.

14. Develop a love of nature.

15. Visual activity. Continue to work on image accuracy, proper handling of paint brushes.

Material for employment and form of organization

In front of the children there is visual material: illustrations with the nature of the North, images of a polar bear (toys, photographs, drawings). Material: white and blue gouache; palette; tinted blue sheets; glue and watercolor brush; cotton buds.

Preliminary work

On the eve of the lesson, the conversation is about the North as a collective concept, its characteristic features. Examination of the illustrations “Children of the North”, “Northern Lights”, “From North to South” by N. Charushin; reviewing the “North Pole” layout. Reading and retelling fiction
Participants: group of children 
Level: 5-7 year old

Time: 30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

Teacher: Guys, we talked a lot about nature and animals of the North, read books, retold stories, looked at illustrations and made up a story in a series of plot pictures with their preliminary arrangement in the sequence of the plot. Let's close our eyes now and imagine that we were at the North Pole. What is the weather at the North Pole? Correctly cold, cold wind is blowing (sh-sh-sh), howling blizzard (yy-y), the whole earth is covered with snow. Guys, and what animals live in the North? (Children's answers). Guys, guess the riddle.

Among the snow and ice is not starving,

For fish in cold water dives,

Thick white wool saves him,

From frost warms.

What kind of animal do you think this mystery is? (children's answers) That's right, a riddle about a white polar bear. This is a huge beast, the largest predator on our planet. Today we are going to draw a polar bear, and then we will arrange an exhibition of our polar bears.

To draw a good bear, let's take a closer look at it. What does this (torso) bear have? (Children's answers). What shape is the body? (Children's answers). Right oval. What else does bear have? (head). And what shape is the head? (Children's answers). Correctly round. How does a teddy bear move? (Answers of children) What do bear's paws look like, what form they are (oval, but elongated)? (Children's answers).

See that the bear has more body or head? (Children's answers). Where is the head located? (if children are at a loss, the caregiver replies that the head is located in front (above) of the body, and is connected to it with a powerful short neck). Where are the paws of a bear (at the bottom of the body)? How many paws have a bear (2 front and 2 hind legs)? (Children's answers). See what is on the bear's head (ears)? (Children's answers). What shape are they (semi-circular)? (Children's answers). Are the ears big or small? (Children's answers). Where are they located? (Children's answers). What else is there on the bear's head (eyes, nose)? (Children's answers). See what the bear has on the body (tail)? (Children's answers). What shape is it? (Children's answers). Look at the bear’s paws, what do they have (claws)? (Children's answers)

What color guys? (Children's answers). The white color makes the bear inconspicuous in the snow. And what eyes, nose and claws? (Children's answers)

Well done, you carefully considered the bear. Oh, guys, and the bear wants to play with you. Let's stand in a circle and play with him.

This is how fingers and fingers dance in girls and boys (hands forward, fingers moving)

The bear approached them, the toed bear (swinging from side to side)

Fingers want to touch the kids. And we hid the fingers, hid, hid (we hide our hands behind our backs). You will not touch with your paw, paw, paw (we touch with a finger).

What a great fellow! Mishka enjoyed playing with you. And now we will sit down and fluffy, white bear with black eyes, nose and claws, draw. Now, with a white paint brush, I will draw an oval in the middle of the sheet, and you will draw an oval with a dry brush on the sheet. Look, I got an oval body. Now, you gently dip the brush in the paint and draw an oval on the sheet (children draw).

Now, we will draw a bear head, look at how I will draw it (commenting: the head is round and smaller than the body, located above the body). Now, you draw a bear head (children draw). Well done all handled.

Look guys, I'll draw a bear paw. Look, our bear is striding: first I will draw 2 front paws, and then 2 hind paws. Now you should also carefully draw the paws of the bear (commenting: the paws are oval, but of elongated shape) (children draw).

Now on the head of the bear I will draw ears (commenting: the ears are small, semicircular) (children draw). Now on the torso of the bear I will draw a tail (commenting: the tail is of a small oval shape) (children draw)

Look, now I will take a glue brush and I will wear a white fur coat for the bear. I dip the tip of the brush in white paint and paint the whole bear with such “poking” (neatly, I don’t leave the contour). Now you draw a bear coat (children draw).

And now, guys, I will take a cotton swab, dip it in black paint and draw a bear on the head of the eye (commenting: the bear stands sideways and therefore we don’t see the second eye), and on the tip of the face I draw a black spout. Now you also take a cotton swab, dip it in black paint and gently, (not pressing hard), paint the bear first with the eye, then the nose.
Now I will draw claws on the paws of the bear. To do this, I will take a watercolor brush, dip it in black paint and gently draw the claws on the legs. Now you also take a watercolor brush and draw claws on the paws of the bear (children draw). To make bears in the North, you can add your own picture - for example, to draw ice floes, snowflakes or northern lights (children draw on their own). Let us now consider the drawings (the works are laid out and considered together with the children; the free statements of the children on the leading questions of the educator). Here are our polar bears out for a walk. Let's admire our bears. What they all turned out beautiful, fluffy (differentiated assessment of drawings). We guys will make an exhibition of your drawings. And how do we call our exhibition? (children's answers). Did you like to draw? Now you yourself can draw polar bears at home or in a group. Our class is over.

Activity type: Lesson
Purpose: 
to clarify the idea of ​​children about wintering birds, their appearance, nutrition, peculiarities of life in winter conditions;

develop a coherent speech: to expand the volume of visual and auditory attention and memory;

to cultivate the ability to observe the outside world, the love of native nature.
Participants: group of children 
Level: 3-7 year old

Materials: 
Time: 30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

1. Organizational moment.

2. Conversation on the topic.

An illustration of a winter forest appears.

The audio recording of A. Vivaldi’s concert “Winter” sounds.

Today we are going with you to the winter forest. Quiet in the woods in the winter morning.

Black trunks and boughs of bare trees. On the green paws of firs and pines lie puffy snow cushions. No rustling, no sound. And it seems: there is no one in the whole forest.

Sound recording of birds singing

- Tell me, whose voices have we heard? Why is singing in the winter forest the birds?

“What wintering birds do you know?”

- What birds live in the winter in the forest?

- What live next to a person in cities, villages and villages?

- And what birds do you know that come to us with the onset of winter?

- Think about why birds fly to humans in winter?

- That's right, birds fly in winter to cities and towns to feed. And this understandably. But do not think that in the forest they do not remain. Look in nearest grove: there are a lot of birds.

There are tiny crosses of tiny bird tracks under the tree. Three fingers forward and one back. And on the sides are two thin lines. Here the bird sketched wings when it took off.

Over there, on the birch, a pair of birds: they clung to the hanging branches, one even upside down. Quickly they jump from one bitch to another in search of food.

Yellow-breasted, small bird with white cheeks and greenish back. Of course you recognized her.

      An illustration of a tit appears.

- For the winter, these birds do not fly away to warm countries, but in search of food, flocks of titmouses appear near their homes, even in cities. Where there is a lot of feed, tits linger. Feeding them, you can keep them in your garden.

The birds noticed us and fly away. But if we stop and don't move, tits quickly calm down. Maybe in a few minutes they even return to the same tree. What kind of restless birds? For a minute, do not sit. All movements are impulsive and fast. You can never know what they will do in next second. Do you think they can find a hundred on these birch branches? Remember what tits eat in the summer?

True, in summer tits feed on insects. In winter, they pick up any seed that will fall. But no wonder they dart on the branches.

There they find testicles glued to the branches of some butterflies, numb caterpillars in cracks of the bark, pupae attached to the knots by cobwebs.

Hastily snooping tits on trees, producing the most vigorous inspection trunks and branches of insects hibernating here, among which are many

pests. What kind of useful work for the forest do tits? That's right, in one day the tit has time to visit hundreds, and maybe thousands of branches. And there they eat a lot of hibernating eggs, pupae and caterpillars. Tell me, what do the titmouses eat in the city? Is it hard for them to winter?

How can we help them? How can we feed them? Where to hang feeders?

True, hunger is terrible for the birds of the winter, and not for the cold. If the bird is full - and it is warm to her under the down and feathers. Birds can be fed with seeds of sunflower, pumpkin, watermelon. At the same time it is better to crush the seeds. Roasted seeds should not be given to birds. You can also feed them with white bread crumbs. Willingly birds eat cottage cheese and margarine. And tits love pecking unsalted fat and meat.

         Sound recording of woodpecker knock.

      - Whose voice do we hear? What do you know about this bird? Describe it.

      An illustration of a woodpecker appears.

The blows subsided, and because of the thick trunk of a pine tree, the head of a large spotted woodpecker. Looked and hid again. Here the woodpecker suddenly disappears behind tree trunks, but not for long. After a moment, he comes back holding beak lump.

Deftly he thrusts it into a deep hole in the trunk of a tree and, having strengthened, is taken for the work. One after another, shots of strong beak are raining down. The lungs are falling. seeds.

The woodpecker prefers to peck bumps on certain places. They are called forges. The “forge” is a hole hollowed out by a woodpecker in the trunk of a spruce or pine, in which he inserts a lump before breaking it. Exorcises one cone - flies after another, will bring in its beak, insert into the crevice, and the old, empty lump throw away. Therefore, in the snow under the “forge” of the woodpecker there is a whole bunch of empty cones.

And why is the woodpecker called a forest doctor? Right, feed woodpeckers and insects living in the bark and under the bark of trees, knocking woodpecker - means, will pests are destroyed and the forest will live.
