71. Activity title: „The World“
Activity type: Ecological game "Trees and Worms"
Purpose: To show children the circulation of substances in nature; nurture respect for nature; to consolidate the rules of the game, the ability to play as a team.
Participants: group of children 
Level: 5-7 year old

Materials: leaves by the number of children, plastic cups with earth, two caps with the image of a tree and a worm.
Time: 15-30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

Children are divided into two teams. Each team must have its own “worm” and its “tree”. At one end of the site two circles are drawn at a distance from each other. This is the "mink" worms. Each team is allocated a child who plays the role of an earthworm. He is in the middle of the circle. Here, in the circle are cups with the earth. At the opposite end, two circles are created in the same way for children who will play the role of "trees". Children trees also stand in the middle of the circles. They are holding leaves. Thus, the “worm” of each team is located opposite its “tree”. At the command “Autumn!” The guys, depicting trees, throw one leaf on the ground. The participant who is closest to the “tree” should raise this sheet as quickly as possible and carry it to his “worm”. Having received a piece of paper, the “worm” picks up a glass from the ground with the ground and gives it to the participant of the game, who, in turn, quickly (without spilling the ground) returns to his “tree”, hands him a glass of ground and becomes behind other team members . "Tree" received the ground, puts a glass and drops the next sheet. He is picked up by the second team member, and so on. The teams repeat the actions until the last participant brings a glass of soil to his “tree”. As soon as the “tree” receives the last glass with the ground, it “grows up” - the child depicting it, and with it all the members of his team raise their arms and branches upwards. Wins the team, whose "tree" grew first.
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72. Activity title: „Animal and Plant World“

Activity type: Didactic game "Who is friends with a tree?"
Purpose: 
Children reinforce the knowledge that the forest is a community of plants and animals that live side by side and depend on each other.
Participants: group of children
Level: 4-7 year old

Materials: Panel with the image of the forest. Cards with pictures of animals, birds, insects. Cube with circles of red, green, blue and yellow colors or a bag of multi-colored buttons.
Time: 15-30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

On the table is a panel and laid out cards with pictures. The children take turns throwing the dice. If the side of the cube with a green circle falls out, the child takes a card with the image of any animal, places it on the panel and tells why this animal is friends with the tree.

For example:

This is a squirrel. She lives on a tree in a hollow, sometimes she builds a nest. Another squirrel collects spruce and pine cones, hangs mushrooms on branches - makes stocks for the winter.

If the blue color falls out - choose a bird; red color - insect; yellow - a bird, an insect, an animal that does not live in the forest and motivates its choice.
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73. Activity title: „Element water“

Activity type: Mobile game "Who needs water?"
Purpose: 
The game develops memory, logical thinking, attention, the desire for independence.
Participants: group of children 
Level: 6-7 year old

Materials: Playing fields 20x25 (5 pieces), divided into squares. In the center of the playing field there is an image, around which 8 empty squares are placed. Images: “Who lives in water?”; "Who lives by the water?"; "Who drinks water?"; “What is water?”; "What grows in water?"

Cards size 6x6 cm, with the image of animals, insects, people, birds, plants.
Time: 15-30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

The leader distributes game fields to the game participants - cards measuring 20x25, which depict: "Who lives in the water?"; "Who lives by the water?"; "Who drinks water?"; “What is water?”; "What grows in water?" Cards, size 6x6 cm., With the image of animals, insects, people, birds, plants are in the lead. The leader mixes them up and, taking out one by one, shows them to the children, clarifying the questions: “Who is this? Who needs this card? The player calls what is shown on the card and why he chose it. ” (For example, "This is a cat. She drinks water"). If the answer is correct, the presenter gives the card to the player, and he puts the picture on his playing field.

The game continues until all the participants in the game pick up the cards for the playing fields. The one who first fills his playing field with cards wins.
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74. Activity title: „Turtle“

Activity type: lesson
Purpose: 
To fix the ability to distinguish and name colors: red, yellow, green, blue.

Teach children to count to two and mark the results of the count.

To form sustainable ideas about the size (large-small), form (circle).

Continue to learn to draw and sculpt, stick.

Develop auditory attention, differentiation of loud and quiet sound.

Develop memory, fine motor skills, coordination of movements.

To cultivate the desire to share with friends, to thank the word “thank you”.
Participants: group of children 
Level: 2-4 year old

Materials: 
Toys "turtle" by the number of children.

Picture of a turtle with a white background instead of a shell, salted dough, small pebbles, beads.

Pictures-backgrounds with one turtle drawn on a stone and two in the water, as well as empty spaces for figures, card-figures.

Pictures-blanks with the image of a lake and a stone, silhouette pictures “turtle”, gluing pencils.

Picture with colorful balloons.

Clothespins. Silhouette pictures "turtle" with shells of different colors, without legs.

Toy-manipulator "Turtle".

Pictures-backgrounds with the image of three turtles of different sizes, shells of three corresponding sizes.

Buttons of two sizes, different colors.

Multi-colored turtles pasted on a sheet of white cardboard with a white circle instead of a shell. Colored circles of the same size.

Capacity with peas, turtles are buried in it. Oilcloth "lake" leaves.

Figure turtles, shiny pebbles, finger paints, napkins.

Handkerchiefs, medium-sized toys, including the "turtle".

Cut from cardboard blanks for crafts. Plasticine, walnut shells, peas.

Cups from dollware. Tambourine. Rattles. Pillows. Hemp. Tunnel.

Audio recordings: “Like a lion cub and a turtle sang a song”, “Tortoise Aha”, Camille Saint-Saens “The Tortoise”, the poem “The Tortoise” (reads K. Chukovsky).

Time: 15-30 minutes
Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 
Greeting "Our smart heads"

Hello guys, how nice it is that you all came today!

Our smart heads

They will think a lot, deftly.

Ears will listen,

Mouth to speak clearly.

The handles will clap,

Feet will stomp.

Backrest straightened

Listening to the Music "Turtle" by C. Saint-Saens

Under music, the teacher shows a toy turtle, imitating its slow crawling.

Didactic game "Find the shell for a turtle"

Children are handed out cardboard silhouettes of turtles of different colors with a former circle in the middle (instead of armor). Then it is proposed to examine the multicolored circles and pick up your turtle to match the color.

Didactic game "Count the Turtles"

How many turtles are on a pebble? One turtle. Find the number "1" and place it near a turtle on a pebble.

How many turtles are in the water? Two turtles. Take the number "2" and put near two turtles in the water.

Application "Turtles"

Let's make the same picture - we put one turtle on a stone, and two turtles in a lake.

Toy-manipulator "Turtle"

A big turtle came to visit us. She loves to play with children, so there are a lot of toys on her shell that can be played with.

Didactic game "Crawl up to the big and small turtles"

Children stand on all fours, flat pillows are put on their backs. Children get the task: "crawl to the big turtle", "crawl to the little turtle"

Didactic exercise and finger drawing "Decorate the shell of a turtle"

The turtle wants to decorate its round shell with shiny pebbles. Let's help her, put the stones on the edge of a round shell.

Our turtle is a fashionista. Now she wants to decorate her shell in a different way. Put the shiny pebbles in the box and prepare your drawing fingers - we will decorate the shell of the turtle with multi-colored dots (in the same picture).

Drawing "Threads for balls"

Our turtles are very fond of balloons. Here are how many balls they inflated. It is only necessary to tie strings to them so as not to fly away.

Children draw with pencils vertical stripes from the ball down.

Exercise with clothespins "Turtle"

Let's make with the help of clothes pegs turtles legs. Two legs on one side and two legs on the other side. Just take the clothespins of the same color as the tortoise shell.

Didactic game "Turtles buried in the sand"

Guys, turtles love to bury themselves in the sand. Let's try to find them in the sand. Now that you've found all the turtles, put them on the leaves. How many turtles fit on one leaf? Only one turtle. And now the turtles went to the lake to swim. How many turtles fit in the lake? A lot of turtles.

That turtle crawled on the leg and stood on the knee, crawled on - up to the fingers. (The same on the other leg). And now the turtle crawled on the arm and stopped at the shoulder. (The same on the other hand).

Dynamic pause "crawl like a turtle"

To the music "Like a lion cub and a turtle sang a song," children on all fours crawling along the path, the tunnel, the bench, between the stumps.

Finger game "Sonya Turtle"

Turtle Sonya -

A terrible sleep.

She slept before lunch.

Crawled to the store.

Turned quickly -

At sunset, back.

The children open their hands and slowly move their fingers around the table, imitating the movements of the turtle. The second palm, you can cover the first, depicting a shell.

Gingerbread fresh chewed

I washed down strong tea ...

Long Sonya the Bug

In the kitchen, she washed her cup.

Children take cups of dollware in their hands and stroke it with their fingers, imitating washing.

Didactic game "Turtle shells"

Show with your finger-pointer the biggest turtle, the smallest turtle, the middle turtle. Help them find suitable shells in size: a big turtle has a big shell, a small turtle has a small shell, and a middle turtle has a middle shell.

The game with buttons "Turtle"

Spread the buttons in their houses, let the turtle get a beautiful shell.

Sculpture "shell for a turtle"

From salt dough, the children roll the ball, then apply it to the white background in the figure of the turtle and press it with the palm. Small pebbles and beads are pressed into the resulting tortilla-shell.

Exercise "Go-Beg"

The teacher offers the children to listen to the sound of a tambourine while it rings softly - you need to walk slowly, when it sounds loud - to run.

Manual labor "Turtle"

We will make a thin sausage with direct rolling and attach it here - this is the head and tail of the turtle. From above we will put a walnut shell - here is the shell ready. It remains only to make eyes from the peas.

Exercise "Pass the turtle in a circle"

Children sit in a circle and give each other a toy turtle. The teacher thanks each child. He gave the toy to a neighbor and encourages children to pronounce the word "thank you".

Musical rhythmic exercise "Turtle Aha"

Children beat the rhythm of music rattles.

Didactic game "Where did the turtle hide?"

Several toys are exposed in front of the children and each one is covered with a handkerchief. Then the caretaker asks: “Where is the turtle hiding?” And offers to remove her handkerchief.

Reading a poem by K. I. Chukovsky
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75. Activity title: „Africa“

Activity type: lesson
Purpose: 
Give children basic ideas about Africa.

Enrich the vocabulary of children on this topic.

To improve the skills of counting, comparing items by size (large-small, high-low, thick-thin), the ability to navigate in space (top-bottom).

Continue to learn to distinguish and name colors, geometric shapes.

To acquaint children with various options of games with sand.

To form visual skills (modeling, drawing, sticking)

Develop thinking, fantasy, fine motor skills, coordination of movements.
Participants: group of children 

Level: 2-4 year old
Materials: 
Toy "parrot". World map for children.

Clothespins. Color silhouette image of a parrot without wings and a tuft.

Picture-diagram with the image of a palm tree from geometric shapes, geometric shapes.

Silhouette picture "Parrot" with a pocket on the back of the tail, cut out their colored cardboard long and short feathers.

Picture-background with the image of a thick and thin palm tree and three and one parrot, pebble-nuts, figures “1” and “3”.

Silhouette images of elephants of four sizes.

Picture-background with the image of a tiger without stripes, brushes brown gouache.

Toy simulator "boa".

Picture-background with the image of three mountains of different sizes, colored silhouette pictures with the image of the sun, eagle, flowers, lakes, blue ribbons.

Stones in a container with millet. Boxes with the numbers 1, 2, 3 written on them.

Ropes, cardboard cylinders from under the toilet paper, pasted over with colored paper.

The picture-background with the image of a turtle with circles of different colors and size pasted on the shell, the corresponding buttons.

The picture with the image of the desert, the sun and a yellow snake, a beetle, a turtle, a lizard, a spider. Stacks, plasticine blue (purple) color.

Sand, funnels, bottles.

Orange finger paints, snake image.

Trays of sand, figures of animals, plants, bars.

Salty dough is green, corks from plastic bottles, spruce needles.

Picture-background, yellow paint, semolina, glue, silhouette color picture “turtle”, plasticine of different colors.

Time: 15-30 minutes

Activity description and instructions, rules, comments: 

Game greeting "Our smart heads"

Surprise moment "Parrot"

Today an unusual bird flew in to visit us. This is a parrot. (Show toys). The parrot wants to invite you to their land, where he lives - in Africa. Africa is big, there is a forest in Africa, and mountains and deserts. (Show map).

Accept an invitation, go to Africa?

Parrot invites to the African forest

Didactic game "Fold the palm tree"

From the geometric shapes, fold the palm tree with the nuts.

Didactic games "thick and thin palm trees", "Feed the parrots with nuts"

Count how many palm trees in the picture? Two palm trees. Show a thick palm tree. Show a thin palm tree.

How many parrots on a thick palm? Three parrots. And how many parrots on a thin palm tree? One parrot. Put the number of parrots under the palm trees. What number do you put under a palm tree with three parrots? Number three. And what figure put under a palm tree with one parrot? The figure is one.

Let's feed the parrots with nuts. Spread the nuts on the palm trees so that each parrot gets one nut. How many nuts do you put on a thin palm tree with one parrot? One nut. And how many nuts you need to put on a thick palm. Where are the three parrots sitting? Three nuts.

Didactic game "Parrot Tail"

Let's make a beautiful tail parrot. Here are the feathers. What color are they? What color are long feathers? What color are short feathers? Insert the feathers in the tail of the parrot.

Didactic exercise "Arrange the elephants"

Here came the elephants of the whole family to drink. Arrange the elephants around the lake (blue circle). Two little elephants decided to swim. And two large elephants are closely watching them from the shore. Put two little elephants in the lake. And now the elephants got drunk, bathed and got ready to go home. Put them in height: the first is the biggest elephant-papa, the smaller elephant is behind him — the mother, the little elephant behind the mother, a little less than the mother, and the last is the smallest baby elephant.

Drawing "Tiger"

In Africa, live tigers. Here they are beautiful, with stripes. And one tiger was born without stripes and very distressed by this. All the time sad and angry. Let's help him and draw stripes. Take the brushes in your hands and draw the lines from top to bottom on the tiger so that it appears stripes.

The game with clothespins "Parrot"

Make a parrot wings and a crest of colorful clothespins.

Didactic game "Boa"

On the rope, children strung cardboard cylinders from under the toilet paper, pasted over with colored paper. The teacher calls the sequence of colors.

Dynamic pause "boa"

That boa crawled to us. Say hello to him. Boa invites you to play with him.

Breast on a boa constrictor, clapping hands on the floor, waving legs.

Lie on your back, head on a boa, raise your legs and arms up, catch your legs with your hands.

Rolling from side to side. Head on the boa.

Walking along the boa in the usual step, auxiliary.

Walking. Feet on the floor, boa between the feet.

Crawling on all fours, a boa between knees and hands.

Step over the boa.

Parrot invites to the African mountains

Didactic game "In the mountains"

The sky shines brightly and the sun is hot. Put the sun on the sky, at the top of the picture. Here they are - mountains. How many mountain peaks in the picture? Count it. Three mountains. At the top of the highest mountain lives the eagle. Plant an eagle on the highest mountain. And on the lowest mountain flowers bloomed. Put two flowers on the lowest mountain. From the top of the middle mountain a stream flows down. Put the blue ribbon-trickle on the middle mountain. At the foot of the mountains, at the bottom of the stream turned a whole lake. Lay out at the bottom of the picture, under the mountains lake.

Exercise "we will find the gems"

In a container with millet, children find pebbles in their hands.

Exercise "decompose pebbles"

Children must put in the boxes as many pebbles as the number written on the box.

Dynamic pause "Limpopo"

Children move overcoming obstacles (tunnel, bench, corrective path, hemp).

Parrot invites to the African desert

Play with clay "Heat in the desert"

Here is a desert before you. It seems that no one lives among the hot sands, but it is not. With the help of stacks, remove sticky clay and see who lives in the desert.

How hot the sun shines. That would have flown cloud. Let's close the hot sun with a cloud - sculpt the clouds and put it on top of the sun - hide it. What would not be so hot.

Finger drawing "Snake"

Draw a snake pattern on the skin.

Finger game "Turtle"

Turtle, bug Squeeze the cam, hiding inside the thumb.

In the shell lives.

Put out the little head, stick out your thumb.

Back will remove. We remove the finger back.

Repeat with the other hand.

The game with buttons "Beautiful shell for a turtle"

Spread the buttons in circles of suitable color and size, decorate the shell with a tortoise.

Exercise "pour sand"

With the help of a funnel, children pour sand into bottles.

Sculpture "Cactus"

Children insert a large ball of salt green dough rolled in a circular motion into a cork from a plastic bottle. A small ball is attached to the big ball from above. Then stick fir-needles into the resulting cactus.

Graphic activity "Desert"

First, the children stick a picture of a turtle on a green background. Balls are made from pieces of plasticine, applied and pressed to a yellow background - stones are made. Then the children smear yellow paint with a sponge, sprinkle with semolina and drive with their fingers - sand in the desert.

Dynamic pause "Crocodile"

The children crawl on all fours, then lie down on the carpet according to the lyrics.

Playing with sand "Africa"

Sand is poured on trays, children run their fingers along the sand - they make a river. Pebbles are placed on the sand, animal figures, plants are stuck, a bridge is being built across the river - a bar. Then the children beat the buildings.
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
