The Book of Nature's Complaints

For children 5-7 years old

Goals. Develop cognitive interest in the world of nature, artistic and creative abilities, aesthetic taste. Form the ability to argue statements.

Develop speech. Educate kindness, love and respect for the environment, nature.

Materials and equipment.

"The Book of Nature's Complaints" (Lepbuk), an audio recording "Nature's Noise", the game "Nature's Boots", signs (pictures depicting what can not be done in the forest), a landscape table.

Preliminary work.

Examination of the globe, illustrations, reading of fiction.

View presentations about nature.

Conversations about the phenomena of nature, about the influence of man on the environment; walks.

Content

Teacher. I have in my hands a book called "The Book of Nature's Complaints"

Let's open it ...

(The children open the first page, on which insects are depicted.) Who is pictured on this page? (Ants, butterflies, bees, bumblebees.) That's right. How they are called in one word? (Insects.) That's right! Now I will read to you the first complaint: "People catch insects, destroy anthills and do not understand that insects and nature should be protected".

Game "The Beads of Nature"

It is necessary to collect "buses" from pictures (circles) on which nature is depicted.

(The teacher shows pictures on which are depicted: a stream, a bush, a tree, a watering can, a hammer, etc. Children choose those that are related to nature.)

Teacher. Correctly collected!

Nature is something that surrounds us and is not created by the hands of man. Nature - a single house in which everyone needs each other: from the sun to a small insect. (Flips through the page.)

What will the next page tell us?

(Audio recording.) Do you hear? What is this sound? We are called for help by a stream. (Picture of a forest brook.) What's on this page? (River, lake, water.) That's right. What did we write a trickle? (Reads.) "There were tourists who do not know how to behave properly. They threw debris into the creek, which interferes with my current. "

How can I help the brook? (Clear.)

Correctly. To people it was clear that there is no clogging up of water, what should be done? (Tell everyone about this.) Children, look what those forbidding signs mean.

You can not:

• break the silence (loudly screaming, turn on music);

• chop trees and shrubs (their leaves clean the air);

• to destroy anthills (ants protect the forest from pests);

• leave garbage (it pollutes nature);

• tear flowers (they decorate nature, they need bees, butterflies);

• to catch butterflies (they pollinate plants and are very beautiful);

• destroy nests of birds (birds please us with their songs).

Teacher. Well done! You know the rules of behavior in the forest and correctly explained what is painted on the prohibitory signs. In the forest, man is a guest. He is obliged to observe the rules so as not to disturb the life of the inhabitants of the forest. Do you want to be in a forest glade? (Yes!) Let's close our eyes and imagine that we are floating on a white, airy soft cloud. Sit down, please. "One, two, three! Cloud, swim! ". Look how beautiful the nature of our republic is: pure rivers and lakes, green forests. Here we are in the clearing.

(On the landscape table, the children are examining the model of a forest glade.)

Children. There's garbage everywhere!

Teacher. What will we do with it? (We'll remove.) You know that garbage can be different. It must be collected and put in different containers, so that it is easier to process it and get secondary raw materials. Look at this container. What kind of trash can we put here? (Glassware, this container is made of plastic.) This is paper debris.)

We cleaned everything and helped nature. Now look around - there are so many felled trees here! And the forest needs everything. Why do you think? (A squirrel has a house in a hollow, the forest gives her food - bumps, etc.)

The forest is a house for plants, animals, birds.

Gives clean air and a resting place for people. We can revive this clearing. I suggest you make trees and put them here. (The children sit down at the tables.)

Productive activity

Teacher. Trees we will make from tubes and plasticine balls. The tree has a trunk and branches. (Partial display.) Look at what tree I got. You try to make your own. (The children are working.) Now we put the trees in a clearing, and the animals will certainly return to live in this clean and beautiful forest glade.

It's good that we helped our forest friends! What did you like best? (Answers.) We did a good deed. The order is due to your participation.

Admiring the beauty of the surrounding world, a person becomes better, kinder. He wants to make the Motherland even more beautiful. I think that now you will not violate the rules of behavior in nature, but will protect it, protect it, and teach it to others.
