"WELCOME TO THE FOREST!"

Environmental quiz for children 5-6 years old

An important task of preschool education is the formation of ecological culture in children, an interested, positive and humane attitude to nature. The solution of this task must be carried out in various forms: reading of fiction, observation, work in ecological centers, conversations, viewing illustrations, etc. It is interesting and effective to use this form of work, such as an environmental quiz.

Objectives: To form an ecological culture of children, to improve the moral value of older preschoolers towards nature.

Objectives: Development of cognitive interest, curiosity. Consolidation of ideas about the forest and its inhabitants. Education of love for nature and the desire to preserve it.

Materials and equipment: Circles of green and red; presentation (or pictures) depicting animals, birds, trees, berries; puzzles, audio recording "Sounds of the forest"; chips (mushrooms), wicker basket; books about forest and forest inhabitants.

Quiz progress

Teacher. Hello guys! A cheerful breeze brought a leaflet to the kindergarten with a letter from the Old Man Forest. He invites us to the forest for an exciting quiz. Close your eyes.

(The "Sounds of the Forest" melody sounds.) A picture of a forest glade appears on the screen.)

Teacher. Open our eyes. We were in the forest in the clearing. It's very nice and nice here. Look! I found a basket with a message from the Old Man. I wonder what he writes to us.

"Hello guys! Find out who I am? That's right, I'm the owner of this forest. My name is the Old-timbler. I am very glad to see you at my place, in this wonderful clearing. Guys, the forest is our friend! And he is a big living organism. For life, he needs the sun, giving warmth and light, soil and water, clean air, peace and quiet. To save the forest, you need to know certain rules. Do you know them? Remember?

Your Old-timbler. "

Teacher offers to children to divide into two teams: "Bunnies" and "Squirrels". For every correct answer, teams receive mushroom chips. The team will win, which will gain more chips.

The first task.

Game «Ecological traffic light»

The leader lists what can and can not be done in the forest. Children raise the mugs: green - if they agree with the statement; Red - if they do not agree.

In the forest you can:

• Breaking the branches

• Leave garbage after yourself

• Destroy nests and anthills

• Sit on the grass

• Collect useful berries

• Destroy poisonous mushrooms

• Kindle bonfires

• Rest on the stump

2 nd task

"Green forest dwellers - trees"

• What is the name of the fruit of the oak? (Acorn)

• Which tree grows cones? (On spruce, pine)

• Which tree has a needle instead of a leaf? (Spruce, pine).

• Which tree remains green in winter? (Fur tree, pine tree)

• Which tree has a white trunk with black spots? (Near the birch)

• Which tree has earrings? (Near the birch)

• Does the oak tree relieve leaves for the winter? (No)

3-nd task

The game "What from which tree?"

Teacher: This morning there was such a strong wind that mixed all the leaves and fruits. You need to pick up the trees with their leaves and fruits. Approach the tables. Ready? Have begun.

It is necessary to collect a chain of three puzzles. On the first card there is a tree, on the second - a leaf, on the third - a fruit (spruce - needles - cone, oak - leaf - acorn).

Each team collects a chain. Upon termination of the teacher the teacher suggests to turn the collected chains and reads the received phrase. BY _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _

4 th job

"Our feathered friends"

• Who do we call the feathered? (Birds)

• Which birds do you know? (Answers of children)

• Which birds winter in our region? (Crow, sparrow, magpie, woodpecker, etc.)

• Which bird is throwing its eggs into other people's nests? (Cuckoo)

• Which bird knocks on wood all day? (Woodpecker)

• Which bird settles on the roofs of houses and, according to legend, brings happiness to the house? (Stork)

• Which bird has a very long neck and legs? (Crane)

Teacher: Now we will rest a bit and play the mobile game "Sovushka".

With the help of the counting, the driving one is determined. The rest of the players are freely located in the group. A hollow owl is denoted (hoop, chair). In the hollow there is a leading one (Sobushka). On the words of the teacher "The day comes - everything comes to life" the players move freely around the site, perform various movements, imitating the flight of birds and the habits of mice. On the words of the teacher "The night comes, everything stops, the owl flies out" The players stop in the position in which they were caught by these words, and do not move. The little shepherd slowly passes by the players and vigilantly examines them. Whoever moves or laughs, that she takes to her house in the hollow. The game is played two or three times.

By the end of the game, the teacher imperceptibly places a small scroll in the form of a birch bark in the hollow. He draws the children's attention to him and reads another rule of conduct in the forest.

5 th task

"Mushrooms and berries"

Teacher: Listen to the proverb: "Near the forest, there's no way to be hungry." What in the forest can you eat? (Mushrooms, berries). And now each team will answer the questions (asked in turn).

Questions to the team "Bunnies"

• What edible berries do you know?

• What inedible mushrooms do you know?

• What kind of berries grow on a prickly bush? (Blackberry)

• What kind of berries are used to cure colds? (Raspberries)

• What kind of berries do you get a lot of dirty hands, face and tongue when eating it? (Blueberry)

• Mushrooms that grow under the birch are called ... (Underarms)

• The most beautiful poisonous mushroom is called ... (Amanita)

Questions to the squad "Belochki"

• What kind of edible mushrooms do you know?

• What non-edible berries do you know?

• What kind of berry grows on a marsh and has a sour taste? (Cranberry)

• What kind of berry was called from the word "earth"? (Strawberry)

• Mushrooms of red color are called .... (Redheads)

• Mushrooms that grow under an aspen are called ... (Podosinoviki)

• Which mushroom is considered king of mushrooms ... (White mushroom)

The teacher praises the children and takes out two pictures on which the rules of conduct in the forest are written.

On the picture with the image of the fungus:

DO NOT MOVE MUSHROOMS - YOU CAN DAMAGE THEIR GRIBNIUS.

On the picture with the image of the bush:

DO NOT BREAK THE BRANCHES OF TREES AND BUSHES.

6th task.

"Forest animals"

Teacher: Let's check what you know about forest inhabitants?

(The competition is held, the teams take turns to answer questions.)

• How does the hare prepare for winter? (Changes color)

• Where does the protein live? (On a tree, in a hollow.)

• Which wild animal has horns and hooves? (In deer, moose.)

• What forest animal feeds on acorns? (Boar)

• Which animal hibernates in winter, like a bear? (Hedgehog)

• How do snakes winter? (They curl up into a big tangle.)

• What does the expression "fox mouse" mean? (Catches mice.)

• Which animal lives underground and digs the courses? (Mole.)

7th task
"Superfluous picture"

Each team is invited from a series of pictures (4 pieces each) to remove the extra and explain their decision.

• Wolf - fox - woodpecker - hare

• Butterfly - bear - grasshopper - beetle

The teacher draws the children's attention to the deferred pictures. Suggests to turn them over, reads the rule.

IT CAN NOT BE POLLUTED FOREST, THIS IS A HOUSE FOR ANIMALS AND BIRDS!

In conclusion, the teacher asks the children to recall those rules of conduct in the forest, which were mentioned in the lesson. The winning team is determined: the children add the earned chips (mushrooms) to the basket.

Teacher: It's time to return to the kindergarten. Close your eyes. (The melody "Sounds of the Forest" sounds). So we're back! Look - the mushrooms disappeared from the basket and books appeared about the forest and forest inhabitants. It's a gift from the Old Man.
